PASTORAL COUNCIL NOTES 
   Pastoral Council members heard estimates of a 
tentative time line for the new church construction  
when it met for its January meeting. Administrator Don 
Bray reported the following: 
   At least 26 trees have been cut down to about 4-foot 
stumps for site preparation.  A few more remain to be 
cut.  They are cut to approximate 4-foot stump size to 
facilitate excavation. 
   The removal of the vestibule, choir loft, and church 
bathrooms will be accomplished in a 60-day time 
frame, now planned for Sept.1-Oct.31.  Mass will be 
celebrated in the Family Life Center during this period 
as temporary walls are erected to enclose the current 
church building.  When the new church is completed 
the current building will be used as a social hall. 
   Preparation is ongoing with a site survey and a 
topographical map in the making. An estimate time line 
for completion of construction is 18 months from the 
ground breaking March  6. 
   In other matters, Msgr. Shugrue compared  two 
priorities in the annual diocesan plan with St. Patrick’s 
Parish Plan that is required yearly by the diocese.  He 
cited the diocese’s Promoting Life and Dignity of the 
Human Person and Faith Formation and Sacramental 
Practice.  He noted the many ministries in St. Patrick’s 
that mesh well with the diocesan plan.  He also urged 
members to be prepared to study and compare other 
aspects of the plans for the February meeting. 
   Council also heard intermediate reports for the parish 
plan on various support ministries.  In addition to the 
school report on goals and objective, council also hear 
reports on Family Life, First Fridays, Respect Life, 
Social Committee and Sodality.
